Attending from Atlanta: Rob Handshuh (drove his BN4 big healey), Phil & Sherri Hun-
gate (trailered AN5 bugeye), and Mary Ellen & Bill Nagel (drove AN9 Sprite). There were about 100
cars (mostly bugeyes) with over 250 people registered. The weather was a bit wet, but a good time
was had by all. We didn't get there until Sunday (5/18) afternoon as we had some car problems on
way up (British????) which took all day Saturday to sort out. We got there Sunday afternoon. Hap-
pening at the same time in Carlisle was the Import & Kit Car Show which started Friday (516), but by
Sunday (5/18) many vendors had packed up because of the rain. Many of the people that brought
parts to sell at the Import Show set up in the hotel parking lot, so we roamed around with the other
gear heads.

Monday (5/19) events started with either a tour of Gettysburg or a tour of Hershey. Since we had
seen Gettysburg before, we went on the drive to Hershey to the Antique Automobile Club of America
Museum tour - all American cars from early Henry Ford days to late 70's - quite a display of size &
chrome - definitely different than British car manufactures) .
